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Okayama Korakuen Garden
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KORAKUEN GARDEN is a
traditional Japanese garden that is
representative of the Genroku Era.
Built in the early Edo Period by the
second lord of the Ikeda clan,
Tsunamasa lkeda, the garden has
over 300 years of history. It is
regarded as one the top 3 most
beautiful gardens in Japan.
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OKAYAMA CASTLE was built in 1597
and has over 400 years of history. It
was the main castle of the Ukita clan
in the Sengoku Period. It then
belonged to the Kobayakawa and
Ikeda clans and was the pride of the
Okayama Feudal Domain. It is called
“U-jo”, or ‘Crow Castle’ due to its
black color.
